Minutes

Ascension Lutheran Church Council

Monday, April 19

Call to order at 7:00 p.m.

Present:  Paster Brian Peterson, Carol Crader, Mary Shannon, Melrose Zimmerman, Myron McKelvey and Kriss Beckman.

Absent:  Margaret Bachand and Karen Haschke

M. Shannon gave the devotional and Pastor gave an opening prayer.

The minutes from the March meeting were reviewed and amended to read “has set Assistant Director, Brandi Rogers’ salary.”

Myron McKelvey moved to accept the minutes as amended, Carol Crader seconded, and the motion was carried.

The Anniversary Committee will meet May 2 for everyone involved after church.  A free-will offering during the anniversary service will be announced for Lutheran Disaster Relief.

Property – Myron McKelvey

M. McKelvey got a bid from Strand Brothers for the AC unit at the Day Care building.  Three options:  (1) $12,200 to replace everything and keep the existing duct work;  (2) replace unit/replace duct work;  (3) Small individual units – 12 units in key places for a total of $33,499.  

M. Shannon checked into the City’s rebate program.  Ascension may be eligible for the commercial rebate.  M. McKelvey will look into the City program and find out what is needed to qualify.  M. Shannon made a motion that the Council approve the bids M. McKelvey has gotten and that once he has had to a chance to check with the City regarding the rebate program, that M. McKelvey be given authority to make the final decision as to which bid is the best and move forward at that point.  C. Crader seconded, and the motion was carried unanimously.


Work days are set for the next three Saturdays to prepare for the anniversary celebration.


M. McKelvey is getting more bids on cleaning and stretching carpet.  


The Haschke family wants to donate $1,000 for sanctuary carpet.  They would like a committee to be selected to consist of Karen Haschke, Janelle Askew and Mary Shannon to select the carpet.
