Ascension Lutheran Church Council Minutes March 22, 2010

President M. Shannon called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm and led the devotion. Pastor B. Peterson led the opening prayer.
The correct February minutes were not provided by the church office for the meeting as Haschke had sent a second email with revised minutes stating the Seventh Day Adventist Church, in place of the Latter Day Saints Church as wanting to place a sign at the street entry. Zimmerman moved to accept the corrected set of February minutes with a second by Beckman, and it carried.
Education: No report by Bachand in absentia.
Budget: Pastor reported Kathy Karp was able to move money from Checking to Savings and received $800 from the Daycare for utilities.  The staff provides their own cleaning. 
Daycare:

Zimmermann expressed concern for Director Meredith Browne’s working late with regard for her safety.

Fellowship:

Haschke gave a report on the 50th Anniversary Committee to be submitted with the minutes and asked the council for consideration of a traditional gift in the bishop’s honor that day.  It was decided to appeal to the congregation for a free will offering gift to Lutheran Disaster Relief for this purpose over any Sunday before May 16th.
Haschke reported 42 had signed up for the Lenten Fish Supper with food she would pick up in south 

Austin at Cherry Creek Catfish Co. for which a free will offering would be asked to cover expenses and had placed an Easter Breakfast signup sheet in the narthex.

Property:

· M. McKelvey  got a second bid for the daycare sewer line repair. 
· He has scheduled an outside cleanup Saturday, April 3, 9 am.

· He obtained bids for the Daycare AC/Heating system replacement:
· Southern Comfort AC - $9367 + tax with a 1Yr warranty for a 5 ton condenser and new unit with fence removed by Ascension.

· Strand Bros, would place a smaller unit outside and Slimline wall units inside in several areas with no duct work involved and the bid would be submitted the next day.

· Sanctuary carpet can be cleaned and stretched and narthex carpet can be cleaned.
· Red curbs and parking lanes will be repainted 

· Shannon will call Austin Energy about possible rebates and call Kathy Karp as to funds availability.

Altar Guild: 

Beckman reported Palm Sunday requires Passion colors.
It was decided black banners would go up after Palm Sunday.

VP:
Zimmerman reported Lorain Glawe has held a social at Charlotte Riha’s house for her Christ Care group and plans some event every two months.  A new congregational member is Joan Natarajan.
Stewardship: M.Shannon had no report
Worship: No report in Crader’s absence.
Evangelism and Outreach:  No report.
Old Business:

M. Shannon reported on talking to the city about the request by the Seventh Day Adventist congregation  to install a sign at the curb.  Theoretically only one sign is allowed by the city and the Korean congregation’s sign is already there.  She called the SDA contact and stated only one sign for all three is allowed but there have been no complaints and if they make the same size sign as the Korean’s they have to understand that if the city inspector comes, both may have to take theirs down and the sign would have to mirror the Korean sign in place.
Zimmerman asked about the Yanez vending machine proposals and Pastor Peterson will follow up for information.

New Business:
Haschke reported Don Bergstrom had found the sanctuary unlocked three times the week before.  He leaves at 12:30 pm daily.  Beckman for Altar Guild, Lisa Yanez as organist, Penny Amon, Ken Tate have keys to the sanctuary and/or FLC.  Zimmerman stated other churches designate a council member per month to have key responsibility. It was decided that the last person to leave after the altar guild should leave the sanctuary by the water fountain.  Beckman will lock the sanctuary the last Sunday in March and Zimmerman in April.

McKelvey moved to adjourn at 8:30 pm, seconded by Beckman, and the meeting closed with the pastor leading the Lord’s Prayer.
